PRODUCTION AND STAGING REQUIREMENTS 

• Minimum stage requirement: 8’ x 16’  

• 1 stool is needed 

• Stairs are needed from stage into house.  Stairs can be placed at either stage left, stage right or 
center stage* 

*One of the members of Hot 8 Brass Band is in a wheelchair so the venue and stage should 
also be handicap accessible.  If a ramp is not possible from the stage into the house, please 
notify Baylin Artists Management.  

 

SOUND SYSTEM 
Hot 8 Brass Band will need the presenting organization to provide the following: 

• Six (6) monitors on four mixes, with separate 1/3 octave EQ for each mix.   
   ~ Mix 4 (3 units) monitors wedges should have 15” woofers and matching    
      horns. 

• Three (3) Shure SM58 (or equivalent) vocal mics on boom stands 

• Nine (9) instrument mics (per attached input list) on boom stands  

• Proper cabling 

• A qualified sound engineer to be present from sound check through end of performance. 
 

LIGHTS  

• Please refer to the attached lighting plot which calls for: 
1. 48 dimmers @ 2.4 kw with 48 channels of control 
2. 20 submasters 
3. white cyclorama 
If additional electrics are available, please duplicate the 3rd electric 

• A lighting technician must be available from load-in through show time. 

• A follow spot is needed for Grand Marshall 
 
If these requirements can not be met, please provide: 

• Full front state illumination providing a warm wash 
• Overhead stage wash (e.g. strip lights) with at least three (3) colors (red/blue/amber) 
  

DAY OF SHOW SCHEDULE 

• Load-in and sound check to begin no later than four (4) hours before the performance. 

• Presenter shall not open house until technical set-up has been completed.  Hot 8 Brass Band 
shall complete such setup no later than one (1) hour prior to performance time provided there 
are no technical problems beyond Hot 8 Brass Band’s control. 

• Dinner to be scheduled two (2) hours prior to performance.   

• House lights will be dimmed five (5) minutes before curtain to facilitate audience seating. 
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• No music/entertainment, taped or otherwise, shall be played before or after the concert 
without approval of Hot 8 Brass Band, unless specified on the face of the contract.   

• Length of performance: 90 minutes, including 15 minute intermission 

• Length of load-out: 60 minutes 
 
*Above times are approximate.  Final schedule to be confirmed with Baylin Artists Management

HOTEL ACCOMMODATIONS 

If Presenter is providing lodging, Presenter will make reservations at a high-quality hotel 
equivalent to or better than Holiday Inn or Best Western.  Artists require ten (10) single-
occupancy non-smoking rooms.  Accommodations must have private bathroom facilities, free 
high speed internet access and a 24-hour telephone system. 
 

TRANSPORTATION 

If arriving by air, Hot 8 Brass Band will require one of the following for transportation from the 
airport to the hotel and from hotel to venue for all performances, rehearsals, residency activities, 
load-in, etc: 
 

• Vehicles to accommodate a group of eleven (11) people plus their luggage, such as 15-
passenger van and 1 mini-van with drivers.  

• Reimbursement for Artists’ to rent 15-passenger van plus 1 mini-van 
 

*Presenter will be contacted approximately 30-45 days prior to performance date to discuss 

transportation details or a rental reimbursement option.  All arrangements must be finalized no 

later than one (1) week from artists’ arrival date.

• Assorted Fruit Juice (orange, cranberry, etc) 

• Assorted Soft drinks (Coke and Sprite) 

• veggie tray, fruit tray, cheese platter, chips, cookies 
 
*Please make snack trays and beverages available to Hot 8 Brass Band until load out is complete. 
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Available two (2) hours before scheduled performance time: A hot meal for eleven (11), to be 
served at or in close proximity to the venue.  Please note the following dietary restrictions: No 
shellfish or pork please 
 
For additional guidance, please note the following menu suggestions: 

• choice of grilled or baked Chicken, Pasta, steamed or fried Fish or Red Meat along with: 
o vegetables 
o bread 
o soup 
o rice or potato 
o fresh green salad 
o dessert (ice cream or brownies) 

 
NOTE: In lieu of hot meals, presenter may provide a cash buy-out option of $20 per person, 
payable to the group upon their arrival.  All menus should be given to the group at this time along 
with the cash in order for the members to order in time to accommodate their meal schedule 
above. 
 

DRESSING ROOMS 

At least three (3) dressing rooms equipped with on (1) full length mirror, running water, dry 
towels, tables and chairs and a bathroom, available at load-in.  Dressing rooms shall be secured 
during Hot 8 Brass Band’s sound check and performance.  NOTE: Backstage access is limited to 

Hot 8 Brass Band musicians, personnel and venue staff only.  All other individuals must get 

permission by company manager. 
 
CONCESSIONS 

Hot 8 Brass Band sells CD’s before the performance, during intermission, and after the 
performance.  Presenter will provide a table, change, and a volunteer to sell the CD’s.  Table 
should be prepared and volunteers available 40 minutes before the beginning of the performance.
