Acting Technique 

• Audience: students age 14 through adults 

• Number of Participants: minimum of 8, maximum of 12. 
• Length: 60 minutes 

• Requirements: An open clean space appropriate for number of participants; 1-2 
microphones (depending on size of room), 1-2 chairs, 1-2 bottles of water. 

 
A member of the cast will meet with the participants to explore acting challenges specific to 
stage productions. Participants may read from part of the script as part of the exercise for a 
better understanding.  For a more advanced workshop, participants may bring a memorized 
monologue or scene to explore.
